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Established in 1993, the Children and Family Institute was founded by Rose Nesbitt Jones in an endeavor to locate forever homes for hard-to-place children. Ms. Jones recognized the need to place neglected children in stable and loving homes. Through her agency, she provides services that build, strengthen, and restore families.  
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With over 40 years of social work experience, it is evident that Rose Jones is committed to the preservation of families.  She began her career in adoption as a house parent for emotionally disturbed and at-risk teenage girls while attending college. Later, she successfully earned a Bachelor of Arts in Social Work from the University of Arkansas at Pine Bluff. Subsequently, Ms. Jones earned a master’s degree in Social Work from the University of Texas at Arlington. Shortly thereafter, she became employed with the Texas Department of Family and Protective Services, where she provided adoption and foster care services for 7 years.  Although Rose enjoyed her position with TDFPS, she had a deeper desire to accomplish more in adoption. God put it in her heart to establish an agency that specialized in placing hard-to-place children, particularly African American children, school-age children, and sibling groups.  
Since the establishment of the Children and Family Institute in 1993, they have assisted in placing thousands of children in forever homes. In 2008, they expanded their programs to include more services to mothers and fathers. Specifically, the Children and Family Institute provides parenting classes at no cost to clients. The parenting classes are executed under the “Pathways to Parenting” program. These services include mentoring, childbirth classes, support groups, career planning, financial education, life skills training, adoption education, and community resource referrals. “Families sometimes encounter life crises that require support to sustain the family unit. “Rose Nesbitt Jones. In 2010, the Kinship Adoption Program was established to maintain children’s connections with their biological families. Relatives such as grandparents, aunts, uncles, and cousins, and other relatives are provided adoption placement and support services, to preserve the children’s biological relationships.
Rose Jones believes that every child deserves a stable, loving, and supportive family. Her desire to place children with families that create lifetime support and connections is exemplified in the operations of the Children and Family Institute. Paired with a professional, passionate, and driven staff, she is dedicated to the belief that God has a special purpose for every child. Recently, she started a new nonprofit, Pathways to Restoration and Purpose. She believes there is a tremendous need for people to discover and live their purpose.
